Two days later a Mediterranean hurricane “Storm Daniel” 
struck shore and quickly overwhelmed the port town of 
Derna in Libya, and took down buildings and bridges. Over 
30,000 people were displaced, with 10,000 more missing 
or unaccounted for. As of today, the flood has taken the 
lives of more than 11,000 people.
