DID YOU KNOW?...

"Feeding of the 5,000", is a miracle recorded in all four
gospels (Matthew 14:13-21;Mark 6:31-44;Luke 9:12-17,
John 6:1-14, today’s Gospel reading)

Only two miracles are recorded in all four Gospels, the
other being the Resurrection of our Lord.

The feeding of the 5,000 took place near Bethsaida (as
specified in the Gospel of Luke), close to the Sea of
Galilee.

Friedrich Justus Heinrich Knecht (1839 —1921) a German
Catholic theologian, writer and bishop in Freiburg,
Germany, had pointed out a number of moral lessons from
the miracle, stating that it shows:

e Theimportance of saying grace at meals, because
before Jesus multiplied and distributed the bread,
he "raised His eyes to heaven and prayed",

e The importance of not being wasteful with food,
because Jesus tells them, "Gather up the
fragments, lest they be lost",

e The goodness of Jesus, because he feeds those
who seek him ("Seek first the kingdom of God and
His righteousness, and all these things [which are
necessary for the life of the body] will be added
unto you")
