DID YOU KNOW?... 
 

Simbang Gabi, also called Misa 
de Gallo or Misa de Aguinaldo, is 
a uniquely Filipino nine-day 
Advent novena of dawn Masses 
(Dec 16–24) that began in the late 
1600s under Spanish rule. 
Rooted in Spanish pre-Christmas 
votive Masses, it was adapted for 
farmers and laborers by 

scheduling Mass before sunrise so they could worship 
without missing work, giving thanks and asking blessings 
as Christmas approached. 
 

Over time, Simbang Gabi became a strong expression of 
Filipino Catholic identity. Parols (star lanterns – as in the 
picture), once used to light the dark walk to church, now 
symbolize the Star of Bethlehem, and families share 
traditional foods like bibingka and puto bumbong after 
Mass. Today it is celebrated both in the Philippines and 
abroad—sometimes in the evening—but remains a joyful, 
communal preparation for the birth of Christ.
